STATE SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM 
 

Summary of Eligibility - 2021 
 

February 25, 2021 
 
 
 
 
 

OVERVIEW-STATE SCHOOL FACILITY PROGRAM 
 
The State School Facility Program (SFP) was implemented in late 1998 and was a significant change from 
previous State facilities programs.  The State funding was provided in the form of per pupil grants, with 
supplemental grants for site development, site acquisition, and other project specific costs when 
warranted.  This process makes the calculation of the State participation quicker and less complicated.  
The SFP provided greater independence and flexibility to school districts to determine the scope of new 
construction or modernization projects.   
 
Funding for projects approved under the SFP comes exclusively from statewide general obligation bonds 
approved by the voters of California.  The State Allocation Board (SAB) is responsible for determining the 
allocation of State resources including proceeds from General Obligation Bond issues and other 
designated State funds used for the new construction and modernization of public school facilities.  The 
SAB is also charged with the responsibility for the administration of the State SFP.  The SAB is the policy 
level body for the programs administered by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC).  The OPSC, 
as staff to the SAB, implements and administers the SFP and other programs of the SAB.  The OPSC is 
charged with the responsibility of verifying that all applicant school districts meet specific criteria based 
on the type of funding which is being requested.  The OPSC prepares recommendations for the SAB’s 
review and approval. 
 
 
Application for Eligibility and Funding 
The SFP provides State funding assistance for two major types of facilities construction projects: new 
construction and modernization.  The process for accessing the State assistance for this funding is 
divided into two steps: an application for eligibility and an application for funding.   
 
Applications for eligibility are approved by the SAB and this approval establishes that a school district 
meets the criteria under law to receive assistance for new construction or modernization.  Eligibility 
applications do not result in State funding.  In order to receive the funding for eligible projects, a district 
must file a funding application with the OPSC for approval by the SAB.

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NEW CONSTRUCTION PROGRAM 
 
New Construction Eligibility 
A district must demonstrate that existing seating capacity is insufficient to house the pupils existing and 
anticipated in the district using a five-year projection of enrollment.  Once the new construction 
eligibility is determined, a “baseline” is created that remains in place as the basis of all future 
applications.  The baseline is adjusted for changes in enrollment and for facilities added by the district. 
 
The method of projecting enrollment into the future involves using current and historical California Basic 
Educational Data System (CBEDS) enrollment data for the district.  The data collected is then projected 
into the future for five years using a method known as Cohort Survival Projection. The second part in 
determining the district’s eligibility for new construction assistance is to document the capacity of the 
school district at the time the first application for eligibility is filed under the SFP program.  This capacity 
calculation is done only once.   
 
The existing building capacity is subtracted from the enrollment projection.  The number of pupils 
remaining are considered “unhoused” for the purposes of the SFP.  They represent the district’s 
eligibility for new construction grant entitlement.   
 
New Construction Funding 
After a district has established eligibility for a project, the district may request funding for the design and 
construction of the facility.  The program is 50% State funding and 50% local matching share for a total 
project cost.  The funding is approved after the district has acquired a site for a project and after the 
plans for construction are approved by the Division of the State Architect (DSA) and the California 
Department of Education (CDE).  The request for funding must be submitted prior to occupancy of any 
classroom in the construction contract for the project.  
 
The funding for new construction projects is provided in the form of grants.  The grants are made up of a 
new construction grant (pupil grant) and a number of supplemental grants. 
 
 
RVIER DELTA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT – NEW CONSTRUCTION ELIGIBILITY 
 
The District established new construction baseline eligibility in 2008 under two High School Attendance 
Areas: Delta High School Attendance Area (Delta HSAA 01) and Rio Vista High School Attendance Area 
(Rio Vista HSAA 02).   
 
The schools under Delta HSAA 01 are: Bates Elementary School, Walnut Grove Elementary School, 
Clarksburg Middle School, Delta High School, Mokelumne High School and River Delta Community Day.  
The District’s new construction baseline eligibility utilizing the 2020/2021 CBEDS information is -589 
pupils for the (K-6) grade level, -241 pupils for the (7-8) grade level, and -527 pupils for the (9-12) grade 
level, 0 pupils for the Non-Severe Special Day Class (SDC) and 0 pupils for the Severe SDC population. 
 
The schools under the Rio Vista HSAA 02 are: D.H. White Elementary School, Isleton Elementary, 
Riverview Middle School, Rio Vista High School and River Delta Alternative School.  The District’s new 
construction baseline eligibility utilizing the 2020/2021 CBEDS information is -348 pupils for the (K-6) 
grade level, -66 for the (7-8) grade level, -31 for the (9-12) grade level, -14 for Non-Severe Special Day 
Class (SDC) and 13 for the Severe SDC population.

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Based on the formulas the State utilizes and the fluctuations in the District’s enrollment, the calculation 
indicates the District has more classrooms than are needed based upon the State’s enrollment 
projection model.  Therefore, the District does not have new construction eligibility under Delta HSAA 
02 and very minimal new construction eligibility under Rio Vista HSAA 02 at this time.  This analysis can 
be reviewed each enrollment year to determine if the District has eligibility.  Typically, increases in 
enrollment create a more positive projection for the analysis.  In addition, if there are large new housing 
developments planned for the community, this information can be utilized in the calculation. 
 
 
MODERNIZATION PROGRAM 
 

Modernization Eligibility 
Applications are submitted on a site-by-site basis.  To be eligible, a permanent building must be at least 
25 years old and a relocatable/portable building must be at least 20 years old.  For purposes of 
determining the age of the building, the 20-year and the 25-year period shall begin 12 months after the 
plans for the building were approved by the DSA.   The district must also show that there are K-12 or 
Special Day Class (SDC) pupils assigned to the site who will use the facilities to be modernized. 
 
Modernization Funding 
A school district may request funding for the modernization of school facilities.  The program is 60% 
State funding and 40% local matching share for a total project cost.  The funding may be approved after 
the plans for construction are approved by the DSA and the CDE.   The funding for modernization 
projects is provided in the form of grants.  The grants are based on the number of students housed in 
the over-age facilities.  In addition, a district may be eligible for a number of supplemental grants. 
 
 
RIVER DELTA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT – MODERNIZATION ELIGIBILITY 
 
The District established two School Facilities Improvement Districts in 2004: School Facilities 
Improvement District No. 1 (SFID No. 1) and School Facilities Improvement District No. 2 (SFID No. 2).

The Executive Order also allows local legislative bodies to hold meetings via 
conference calls while still satisfying state transparency requirements. The Governor has also issued 
Executive Order N-33-20, prohibiting people from leaving their homes or places of residence except to 
access necessary supplies and services or to engage in specified critical infrastructure employment. The 
health and well-being of our students, staff and community members are the top priority for the Board of 
Trustee of River Delta Unified School District. To facilitate this process the meeting was held remotely via 
Zoom Webinar. Access was available to the public to attend with audio and video.

6. Report of Action taken, if any, during the Closed Session (Government Code Section 54957.1)  
Board President Stone reported that, during Closed Session, the Board did not take any actions.  
 

7. Review and Approve the Open Session Agenda 
Board President Stone asked for a motion to approve the Open Session Agenda.  
 

Member Riley moved to approve, Member Casillas seconded. Motion carried by roll call vote 7 
(Ayes: Mahoney, Riley, Casillas, Lamera, Apel, Jelly, Stone): 0 (Nays) 

 

8. Public Comment:  Ms. Latimer greeted the Board and reported that there was one general public 
comment. A parent expressed their opinion that the schools should be opening for full time In-Person 
instruction and not in a hybrid cohort schedule. They felt the students are getting 25% of their education in 
the cohort scenario and wondered if the students would be able to recover from the learning loss they have 
endured. 

9. Reports, Presentations, Information   
9.1 Board Member(s) and Superintendent Report(s) and/or Presentation(s) –  
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9.1.1 Board Members’ report(s) – Member Lamera reported that he did in-person site visits to 
Delta Elementary Charter School (DECS) with Board President Stone and reviewed their 
social distancing guidelines and measure they had in place. Many students are back on 
campus in a full-learning model. Principal Blair emphasized that students and staff did 
not contract COVID-19 thanks to the measures they had in place. Those who contracted 
the virus did so at home due to large gatherings or activities they took part in outside of 
the campus. He and President Stone also did in-person site visits to Walnut Grove 
Elementary School and Rio Vista High School to view the measures they had in place. 
They spoke to Principal Norris and Principal Turk about their check-in and check-out 
protocols and how students have responded to and how they were able to attend their 
virtual classrooms on-campus, both stating positive outcomes.  
 

Member Lamera mentioned he attended a Master Facilities Steering Committee 
meeting, and the update will be presented later on the agenda.  
 

In addition, Member Lamera, give a special shoutout to all the district employees, school 
site administrators, school site staff, and school site teachers who have worked tirelessly 
to prepare a majority our schools for re-opening in a Hybrid Model. He noted that it 
brings great joy and satisfaction to us as a Board to see that all our school sites will soon 
be open again. This has certainly been an uphill battle, but there is a light at the end of 
the tunnel. 
 

Member Jelly reported that she had the opportunity to tour the campuses of Rio Vista 
High School, Riverview Middle School and Isleton Elementary School. She also helped 
at D.H. White Elementary School welcoming back the grades TK-2  Block A students. 
The orientation went well and was very organized. Member Jelly observed classroom at 
Isleton Elementary School on their first day pack to In-Person Learning. Everyone on 
site was following the COVID-19 protocols. Many of the teachers at Isleton Elementary 
School use Swivl to teach their students. These teachers are a great example of 
teamwork, dedication and doing what is right for the students.  
 

Member Jelly mentioned that Riverview Middle School would like to see some of the 
Measure J Bond funds spent at the site to show the student that we care about their 
school and they should too. Principal Rossi has done an amazing job getting as many 
students on campus as possible through a special populations program. She feel 
confident that the reopening of school will run smoothly.  
 

Member Jelly stated that Principal Turk is known for saying “Bring the children back”, 
and the sentiment is felt when walking through the campus. Many teachers are already 
back on campus with small groups of students. All the classrooms are prepared 
following all COVID precautions. The staff is in contact with Rio Vista Care daily to help 
address any mental health issues that may come up with students. They have fun and 
safe activities so the students can enjoy the normal high school experiences.  
 

President Stone reported that she very much enjoyed the site visits with Member 
Lamera. She especially enjoyed the visit to DECS, seeing all the students playing on the 
playground made her realize how much she missed seeing this. She thanked Member 
Lamera for setting up the visits and including her.  
 

Member Apel reported made site visits to Rio Vista High, Riverview Middle and Isleton 
Elementary School. Many of the staff members were in their classrooms teaching on 
Zoom at the time; they are very excited for the students to be returning and receptive to 
the Board members visiting. While on each of the sites, they inspected the facilities and 
met with the administrators and thanked them for being so welcoming. While at Rio Vista 
High School, she was pleased to see the varied programs offered to the students, such 
as, woodshop, welding, graphic arts, and art. 
 

Member Apel reported that she has started to write a biweekly article for the Beacon to 
communicate the positive things that are going on in the District. These articles are to 
further communicate with the community members, parents and staff members.  
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Dan Mahoney mentioned that Superintendent Wright and district staff members have 
worked very hard to help provide the opportunity for all staff members get vaccinated. 
This makes a statement that they do care.

9.1.2.1 Facilities Planning Steering Ad-Hoc Committee – Member Mahoney reported that 

the Ad-Hoc Committee does not make decisions, the committee gathers 
information and gives a recommendation to the Board as a whole. The committee 
consists of three Board members and is not considered a quorum. The information 
was provided by the Superintendent and District Office Staff. The 
recommendations the Ad-Hoc Committee will be providing the Board are basic on 
this information. The report from Williams & Associates was reviewed, looking for 
construction funds at the state level. The report revealed that the District is not 
eligible for new construction funds. However, some of the school sites are eligible 
for modernization funding. At next month’s meeting, the report will be formally 
presented.  
 

Other data reviewed was outside contracts we have at each site. He noted that, 
on the roof of the auditorium at Bates Elementary School, an internet provider has 
a dish installed and the rental for this dish is $60 a month.  All the other contracts 
were educationally based and needed.  
 

Mr. Mahoney stated that he has been made clear that, he does not want the District 
to spend taxpayer funded Bond money on schools with low enrollment because 
the cost of repairs is great. $45Million Bond dollars for the Southern portion of the 
district and $14 million Bond dollars for the Northern portion of the district.  
 

A potential Riverview Middle School closure has been discussed. However, middle 
schools are required to have a gymnasium and Bond funds are not allowable. A 
K-8 program would need to be implemented if there was a closure. This discussion 
has not begun. Condition 1 improvements at Riverview would cost $14 million 
being the third highest in the district. The state academic scores at Riverview were 
extremely low.  
 

Bond fund must be spent on modernization or a new science building at Rio Vista 
High School.  
 

Walnut Grove Elementary School requires $12 million dollars in Condition 1 
improvements. 
 

Bates Elementary School requires $12 million dollars in Condition 1 improvements 
and currently has 88 students enrolled for 2021-2022 with one kindergarten 
student signed up for the upcoming school year. He believes a school needs a 
minimum of 200 students to be economically stable. The Ad-Hoc Committee is 
recommending closing Bates Elementary School. Member Mahoney reiterated 
that the Ad-Hoc Committee does not make decisions only recommendations based 
on the facts received and presented to the Board as a whole.  
 

9.1.2.2 Discussion on School Closures – President Stone reported that the Board is not 
moving forward with making any decisions regarding school closures. Information 
will be given to the Board and is open for discussion. Member Stone restated that 
the Ad-Hoc Committee is recommending combining Bates and Walnut Grove 
Elementary School.  
 

Member Jelly asked how many students are at Bates Elementary School and is 
Walnut Grove Elementary School prepared to house these students. Member 
Mahoney stated that Bates has 88 students enrolled. Superintendent Wright made 
a correction that the 88 students are a projected enrollment for the 2021-2022 
school year. Member Stone noted that there is room at Walnut Grove for 
absorption of the students.  
 

Member Lamera stated that as an Ad-Hoc Committee member he was unaware 
that the committee has officially agreed to make a recommendation to close Bates 
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Elementary. His recollection is that the committee was considering closing either 
Bates or Walnut Grove for consolidation, which campus had not been determined. 
He feels there are pro and cons to both sites and encourages the other Board 
members to ask questions or to express their sentiments.   
 

Member Jelly in concerned of the transportation aspect for the families. 
 

Member Stone stated that transportation will need to be taken into consideration 
before making the decision.  
 

Member Lamera brought up the notion that the transportation yard in housed in 
Courtland, where the busses start and end their routes.  
 

Member Stone mentioned that any recommendation made is student based. 
Figuring out what is best for that student and providing them with the services they 
need.  She urged the other Board members to express their thoughts, concerns 
and ideas.  
 

Member Mahoney requested the projected student population numbers for Walnut 
Grove. Superintendent Wright stated that at the time the data was collected the 
projected enrollment was 157. Member Mahoney noted that for transportation the 
difference in transporting 157 Walnut Grove students and 88 Bates Elementary 
School students will need to be considered as well as the $12 million dollars at 
each site for improvements. It is of his opinion that it would be hard to justify closing 
a school with double the enrollment.  
 

Member Riley inquired on how many students can be housed at Walnut Grove 
Elementary and if it large enough to house the Bates Elementary students. 
Superintendent Wright confirmed that all the students from Bates Elementary 
School could be housed at Walnut Grove Elementary. However, logistics would 
have to be made. Superintendent Wright reminded the Board members that both 
Bates and Walnut Grove Elementary schools were both K-8 schools at one point.  
 

Member Stone mentioned that before the Board would move forward on any 
decisions that Town Hall meetings would need to take place. More information will 
need to be gathered input from the communities will need to be obtained.  
 

Member Mahoney recommends that we need to start with the Town Hall meetings 
as soon as possible. He stated that we not only one school under 200 we have 
two. He believes cost of improvements on these schools are not feasible. Member 
Mahoney is concerned for the communities if a school closes. Closing a school 
leaves a whole in the community, and that bothers him more than anything. But, 
as for a district to stay stable, we need to make a decision. Member Stone 
acknowledged that Isleton Elementary currently has under 200 students as well. 
Superintendent Wright noted that it is not exact 200 student that is needed for 
sustainability; it depends on the number of student grade level spans. 
 

Member Lamera expressed is concern on school closures and the impact on the 
students and families. He stated that he is the product of a school closure as a 
child and would like to give the communities the opportunity to provide their input 
and to be completely transparent with the communities prior to making any 
decisions.  
 

Member Riley agrees that Town Hall meetings needed to scheduled in the district, 
targeting the campuses of the schools for consideration.  
 

The recommendation was to set up Town Hall meeting in the communities of 
Courtland, Walnut Grove and Rio Vista.  
 

Superintendent Wright responded to the question of staffing and time required to 
complete this endeavor. She stated that this would be a large undertaking to collect 
additional data, obtain input from the communities, assuring a project of this scale 
is done correctly.  Member Mahoney asked if a temporary employee could be hired 
that would not have an excessive cost to organize and facilitate this project and 
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see that it runs smoothly. Member Stone inquired if there is an in-house candidate 
that could take on this responsibility. Member Lamera recommends that if we move 
in this direction that this person is not from one of the sites mention for possible 
closure.  
 

9.1.3 Superintendent Wright’s report(s) Superintendent Wright reported that on February 24th  
a successful vaccination clinic was held at Liberty Ranch High School in Galt. This clinic 
was a partnership with Galt Elementary and High School Districts, Archoe, as well as Dr. 
Mackey and his crew from the Cosumnes Fire Department. She noted that from the 277 
employees and volunteers from River Delta USD 160 individuals received their first dose 
of the vaccine. 59 other individuals reported that they had already received their first 
dose elsewhere. Currently approximately 79% of our school employee have received at 
least their first dose. This last Friday, Superintendent received new from Dr. Mackey that 
he has received the second set of vaccines. On March 26 the second dose will be 
administer to those who received their first in February. The students will be on 
Asynchronous Learning on this day, allowing the teachers time to receive their 
vaccinations. Superintendent Wright is very appreciative of the 20 volunteers who help 
at this event and were able to receive their vaccine as well.  
 

Superintendent Wright mentioned that all employees have been working hard to reopen 
schools and was excited to announce that we welcomed back our TK-2 at Bates, Walnut 
Grove and Isleton Elementary Schools. This coming Thursday we will reopen Clarksburg 
Middle and Delta High School in a hybrid model and grades 3-6 at Bates, Walnut Grove 
and Isleton Elementary Schools. D.H. White will welcome back their TK-2 as well.  
 

Superintendent Wright noted that the District has received notification from Solano 
County that they have approved the District’s safety plan. She also mentioned that today 
is was announced that Solano County has officially moved to the Red Tier and, in five 
day the District can reopen Rio Vista High School and Riverview Middle School, which 
will be on Monday, March 15th. However, she informed the Board that Mokelumne High 
and the Community Day Schools reside in Sacramento County and are unable to open 
until Sacramento County moves into the Red Tier for five days.  
 

Superintendent Wright stated that River Delta is a very small district and do not have the 
staffing to run two learning models, In-Person and Distance Learning models 
concurrently as the larger districts.  

 

9.1.3.1 Discussion of Board meeting platform -Superintendent Wright reported that 
currently the Board meeting platform has been held via Zoom, providing the 
utmost safety for all individuals involved. She asked for direction from the Board 
as to their wishes on moving to a different meeting platform. As the schools are 
reopening and following all precautions, when so they feel comfortable moving 
towards a hybrid meeting platform.   
 

Member Lamera recommends the hybrid model as the Sacramento County 
Office of Education. However, he feels we should wait until the next meeting, 
after the second doses of vaccinations have been administered. Members Stone 
Riley, Mahoney and Jelly are in agreement.

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9.3.1 Educational Services Update – Nicole Latimer, Chief Educational Services Officer 
reported that during the past month all staff had the focus on reopening schools and to support 
the staff, students and their families. Yosemite  
9.3.1 Special Education Update – Tom Anderson, Director of Special Education, thanked Mr. 

Gaston, the Maintenance and Operations Departments, Nicole Latimer and 
Superintendent Wright and other District staff for working non-stop in preparation for the 
student returning to school. He mentioned that the Board has made it clear that they 
want the students back in school, to keep them safe, and value the importance of In-
Person instructions.  
 

Mr. Anderson reported that some of the Special Education population has been back on 
campus for awhile and some who have not. For those who have not, this will allow them 
to return to school and participate in In-Person learning. It is very important to bring back 
this population of student for In-Person learning.  
 

Mr. Anderson gave a Health Services update. He reported that the District continues to 
provide a weekly testing center at Walnut Grove Elementary School in collaboration 
through Valencia Laboratories and the County Public Health Department. The District 
will keep this testing center for as long as possible. At some point it may be moved to 
school-based testing, with a goal of on-site testing at each school with a two-week 
rotation. Mr. Anderson stated that the school nurses, Holly Pauls and Angela Patin have 
been worked hard in this process and have been terrific accomplishing this task.  
 

9.4 River Delta Unified Teachers Association (RDUTA) Update – Marsha Montgomery, RDUTA 
President reported are excited to get back to school and the orientations went well for the teachers, 
students and parents. The RDUTA negotiations team will be meeting with Superintendent Wright in 
the near future to talk about negotiations.   
 

9.5 California State Employees Association (CSEA) Chapter #319 Update – Melinda Barkman, 
CSEA President reported that the CSEA negotiation team is planning on meeting with 
Superintendent Wright on March 18 to finalize negotiation for 2019-2020. Riverview teachers are 
back on site and they have small population groups currently on site.  They are excited to have the 
students back on campus.

One comment stated that the Courtland community has passed a 
Bond measure to make upgrades at Bates Elementary School and questioned if the money will be spent 
there. An additional comment asked if the Board was aware of these deficits before the Bond was subject 
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to a vote. The question was asked, ‘What strategic plan has been submitted by the Bates principal that 
outlines the fundamental objectives for leading a high functioning team; student and teacher retention; 
attracting student from the region, etc.?’, and if this plan had been reviewed by the Superintendent. One 
parent stated that closing a school in the Delta is a big deal and the families of the Delta are suffering from 
uncertainty, anxiety, and fear; this is the last thing parents and children need to think about during COVID. 
A suggestion was made to form a High-Performance Team to proactively strategize for the future.  
 

9. Presentation and discussion on data analysis collected regarding school closures – Katherine Wright, 
Superintendent provided an overview of the data presented to the Ad-Hoc Committee. The data consisted 
of the projected enrollment for 2021-2022, the academic achievement provided by the CASSPP, the cost 
summary of facilities conditions provided by RGM Kramer, the Site Electric Energy Report and the cost 
associated in running each site and lastly the School District Financial Projection Dartboard for 2021-22 
Governor’s Budget provided by Schools Services of California. Superintendent Wright announced that 
these items can be found on the District’s website. These data points were presented to allow for questions 
and discussion among the Board members. The principals were in attendance to answer any questions.  
 

Superintendent Wright displayed the projected enrollment figures for the 2021-2022, explaining that 
included in these numbers are intra and inter district transfers students. The Board asked for follow-up 
numbers, regarding transfers for Bates, Walnut Grove and Riverview. Superintendent Wright informed the 
Board that transfer forms for 2021-2022 are now being received and these numbers will not be available 
until later in the year. However, data for the current school year could be provided.  
 
Member Stone asked Member Mahoney for the information he provided to the Ad-Hoc Committee 
regarding the number of students needed to have a school be sustainable. Member Mahoney responded 
that a school must have at least 200 student enrolled to be financially stable. Superintendent Wright 
informed the Board that included in the presentation material is a report from Schools Services of California 
which includes the factors per ADA by grade span and will be discussed later in the agenda.  
 

Ms. Latimer explained to the Board that due to COVID-19 and school closures the requirement for taking 
the assessments were suspended for the 2019-2020 school year. Ms. Latimer presented the Smarter 
Balanced Summative Assessments Results and Comparisons from the 2018-2019 school year, including 
the percentages from Delta Elementary Charter School (DESC) and other local districts as comparisons. 
Member Mahoney was expressed extreme concern of the low academic performance of Riverview Middle 
School.  
 

Member Jelly asked if DECS has been open for full in-person learning this year. Superintendent Wright 
clarified that the charter school is operating under two different programs. She noted that they are 
operating a Distance Learning program as well as providing an In-Person program. Some of the students 
are participating in the in-person model and other students remain in Distance Learning. Because they 
have a lower percentage rate of students participating in the In-Person program, following the guidelines of 
social distancing and wearing masks, it allows them to serve these students full time. The charter school is 
also looking into other modes of offering instruction. These offerings will be presented in their Material 
Revision to their charter and be brought to the Board, at a later date for approval.   
 

Mr. Gaston explained that the attached Facilities Assessment Conceptual Cost Estimate Sheet was 
included in the Facility Condition Assessment Report provided by RGM Kramer, Inc. in preparation of the 
Bond. Mr. Gaston noted that the items listed in Condition 1 are deemed to be inadequate to where repairs 
or replacement are essential. Condition 2 items will need to be scheduled for repairs or replacement within 
three to seven years and Condition 3 is identified as adequate and deemed to meet minimum building and 
educational standards with minor repairs or improvements with 7-10 years. This in-depth study will help the 
District to identify and prioritize projects moving forward with the Bond funds.  
 

Mr. Gaston briefly summarized the Site Electric Energy Table from the District’s energy audit report 
provided by sitelogiQ. This report included the Total Electric by kWh, Utility Purchased Cost ($), Total 
Electricity per SF (kWh/SF) Utility Rate ($/kWh) by site.  
 

Superintendent Wright mentioned that the cost analysis was requested by the Ad-Hoc Committee. The 
analysis provided a list of expenditures by school site for Bates, Walnut Grove and Riverview. The data 
included salary and benefits, utilities and program costs as well as Maintenance and Operations costs 
(10% of the total District cost).  
 

Member Lamera made a rough calculation with the data provided. His estimate was based on the projected 
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enrollment for 2021-2022. He stated that these schools have a higher operating cost than the revenue 
created by enrollment. 
  
Member Lamera expressed that it is of his opinion that the Board/District should focus their efforts in 
increasing the enrollment and table the talks on closures until October following the Closing a School Best 
Practices Guide provided by the California Department of Education and follow the suggested school 
closure timeline guide sheet. At that time, enrollment might look different. He mentioned that each school 
site should be given a chance to boost their enrollment and move toward creating programing to attract 
students back to their school site. This also allows District staff time to properly reopen schools in the 
hybrid model and if allowed to reopen in full in-person, they will be inundated with more work to accomplish 
this task successfully.  
 

Member Stone questioned if the current student population in the area is enough to boost the enrollment. 
She also asked Member Lamera if he has spoken to the principals of plans they may have to boost the 
enrollment at their site. Member Lamera stated that he had met with Principal Becerra at Bates Elementary 
School and she proposed the idea of operating a Dual Immersion Program. He feels that implementing a 
Dual Immersion Program would be amazing and a great move in the right direction. Member Lamera stated 
that many parents are looking for opportunities for their children to be well rounded citizens; this program 
will teach the students to be biliterate or bilingual in both English and Spanish. Ms. Latimer explained the 
different scenarios of how this program could be rolled out.   
 

Member Stone asked if there would be a cost to rolling out a Dual Immersion Program. Superintendent 
Wright explained that staffing would be hired according, funds would need to be allocated for training and 
curriculum if the current curriculum is not available in both languages. She stated that it depends how the 
site plan allocates the funds in their budget and if it is approved by their site council.     
 

Member Mahoney reminded the Board that the reason for this discussion of school closures is due to the 
budget deficit forecasted and to spend the taxpayer’s money wisely regarding the Bond funds. He stated 
that we need to keep the District solvent. Member Mahoney feels that the decision needs to be made in a 
timely manner and that Town Hall meetings need to be scheduled.  
 

Member Riley agrees that, at some point, a school will need to be closed. She also stated that she was 
newly appointed to the Board when Clarksburg Elementary School was closed; it was the toughest 
decision to make. She also stated that it was the toughest year she has had as a Board member. Her 
concern currently that our communities need time to recover from COVID and return the students to school 
full time.  
 

Member Apel thanked Superintendent Wright, Ms. Latimer and Mr. Gaston for providing the data. Member 
Apel feels that all aspects need to be weighed and the communities need to provide their input at the Town 
Hall meetings. She noted that the job of the Board of Trustees is to maintain a solvent District. However, at 
this time, she hopes not to put any undue pressure on the Superintendent as she and her staff are dealing 
with so many things to reopen schools safely. She wants to hold off making any decision on school 
closures.  
 

Member Casillas agreed with Member Riley in that she would prefer that students have time to recover 
from COVID and focus on returning to school full time. She feels it will traumatize the students if they must 
attend a different school with different staff members. She would rather not close any schools and hopes 
that they would have one more year before making any decision on closures to see if any changes in 
enrollment occur.   
 

Member Jelly stated that the thought of a school closure makes her stomach turn. However, the facts have 
been presented and a decision needs to be made. She feels that the Town Hall meetings need to be 
scheduled as soon as possible. She is ready to move forward with a decision.  
 

Member Lamera stated that the Town Hall meetings need to be scheduled as soon as possible. He does 
not want to make any decisions until after the Board has had the opportunities to engage with the 
communities. If a school closure transpires, he would like it to be done correctly and effectively.  
 

Member Jelly mentioned that, due to COVID alone, the students may need to have emotional support. If an 
added trauma is introduced to the student with a school closure, she wonders if additional support can be 
added at the school site.  
 

Member Stone noted that, if two schools were to be combined, there would be a full-time counselor on site. 
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Currently, both Bates and Walnut Grove Elementary share a counselor.  
 

Superintendent Wright shared that when the Budget was calculated in the out three years it was done so 
conservatively using the lower enrollment numbers. If the 100 students return full time instruction, it will 
have a positive impact on the budget. Full-time, in-person learning could resolve some of the financial 
issues.  
 
Superintendent Wright clarified that the Board makes the timeline on the issuance of the Bond series. The 
series usually are on a three-year cycle, however, they can be changed pending projects. There is no 
urgency to begin the projects. 
 

Superintendent Wright stated that transportation is very challenging, especially if we start the year with 
CDC capacity restrictions on the busses.  
 

Superintendent Wright mentioned that, as she appreciates comments made by the public, she noted that, 
each week she meets with many of the superintendents in the Sacramento Area and has discussed how 
each district is spending the COVID funds. River Delta USD faces challenges that the others do not. The 
biggest difference is that they do not have the same connectivity issues as we do in the Delta as well as 
having devices for the students. A significant amount of COVID funds has been spent on internet 
connectivity, hotspots, connectivity to the hotspots, Chromebooks and laptops for the students to receive 
their instruction. The issues we have in our district are not comparable to the other districts that were 
mentioned.  
 

Superintendent Wright responded to a Public Comment. The comment stated that work had not been done 
on the school sites. Superintendent Wright stated that, Mr. Gaston and his crew do an amazing job and 
have accomplished so much during this time, and for a comment that to be made, is inaccurate.   
 

Member Mahoney stated that 405 Chromebooks have been delivered to the District Office for students. 
The amount of funds that has been spent during this time has been spent wisely. Member Mahoney 
thanked Superintendent Wright for all that she has done keeping in mind the needs of the students.  
 

Member Mahoney stated that the Board needs to take a very serious look at Riverview Middle School. This 
school site is underperforming academically. Superintendent Wright mentioned that closing Riverview 
Middle School creates a completely different situation than closing an elementary school. Member 
Mahoney stated that all these scenarios need to be discussed at the Town Hall meetings.    
 

Member Stone asked Principal Norris if Walnut Grove would need modifications if there was an influx of 
students. Mrs. Norris said, with modifications, there is classroom space for more students. Superintendent 
Wright noted that both Bates Elementary and Walnut Grove Elementary are approximately the same size 
and could accommodate the same influx of students.  

 

10. Request the Board to schedule the dates and times for Town Hall Meetings in Courtland, Walnut Grove, 
and Rio Vista to receive feedback from said communities regarding possible school closures – Katherine 
Wright, Superintendent  

 

Member Mahoney moved to approve scheduling Town Hall meetings in Clarksburg, Courtland, 
Walnut Grove and Rio Vista, Member Lamera seconded. Motion carried by roll call vote 6 
(Ayes: Mahoney, Casillas, Lamera, Apel, Jelly, Stone): 0 (Nays) 1 (absent: Riley) 
 

11. Re-Adjourn to continue Closed Session, if needed – Board President Stone reported that re-adjourning to 
Closed Session was not necessary.  
 

 

12. Report of Action taken, if any, during continued Closed Session (Government Code Section 54957.1) - 
Board President Stone reported Closed Session was not necessary – no actions to report. 

 
 

13. Adjournment: With no further business before the Board, Board President Stone asked for a motion to 
adjourn. 

 

  Member Casillas moved to approve, Member Lamera seconded and asked to adjourn and 
dedicate this meeting to Ofelia Fernandez, who passed away last night in the comfort of her own home 
surrounded by her children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren. She came to Courtland from Mexico 
with her husband in search of a better life for her and her family and they went on to have 8 children. She 
emphasized the importance of education to them. They all took that to heart. They then moved to 
Clarksburg, where each of her children attended and graduated from Delta High School and went on to 
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attend college. In addition to them, she also has 14 grandchildren, 5 of which also attended Delta High 
School, graduated at the top of their classes, and went on to pursue college degrees. The impact that she 
and her husband had in the Clarksburg and Courtland communities is immense, especially for many 
migrant farm workers and their families. She helped them navigate the difficult transition of moving to a 
foreign and unfamiliar place in pursuit of more opportunities. Her story of love and sacrifice for the 
betterment of her family is one that many of our community members can relate to. She is the true 
embodiment of the American Dream. Her values of love, compassion, hard work, and joy will live on in her 
descendants. I was one of her grandchildren, and I am so humbled and honored to have had the time and 
memories that I did with her. She was an amazing woman who loved to sing, laugh, and spend time with 
her family. Her story is a source of inspiration for myself and my family. We will carry on her legacy by 
being voices for the voiceless and advocating for those who are often ignored and unheard. Te quiero 
mucho Abuelita, y duermas con los Angelitos.’  Motion carried by roll call vote 6 (Ayes: Mahoney, Casillas, 
Lamera, Apel, Jelly, Stone): 0 (Nays) 1 (absent: Riley)

 Meeting Summary/Points of Understanding: 

1. Bates Elementary School will stay open for the entire 2021-22 School Year. 

2. A final decision about the permanent closure of any school in the district has not been made.  

3. Town Hall Meetings are scheduled for the RDUSD Board of Trustees to listen to feedback, ideas 

and questions from the community members, staff, and parents to inform their decision-making 

process. 

4. There is a joint commitment, first and foremost, to making Bates successful through a new plan 

that turns the trajectory of enrollment and student achievement upward.  This new plan may 

include progressive ideas like dual immersion, dependent charter, programing with the library, 

community outreach, and other ways that lead to an improved culture of pride, excitement, and 

success. 

5. Parachute Plan:  When the RDUSD examines aspects of Bates’ performance and after all 

indications that a school closure is the only course of action, and only as a last resort, CTA and 

RDUSD will work collaboratively and in good faith to transition, through a school closure, to an 

independent charter school so that students and families in the community have an 

uninterrupted option of attending school in Courtland where those essential services are 

critically needed. Note: there are no assurances that any charter proposals will ultimately be 

submitted or accepted, only the assurance that RDUSD will request proposals and work in good 

faith to create a win-win between the District and an independent charter if a proposal is 

submitted.

CALL TO ACTION (DRAFT) 

Circumstances: 

1. On March 23, 2021 the River Delta Unified School District (RDUSD) Board of 
Trustees held a special meeting where they announced the potential closure of 
Bates Elementary School. 

2. Residents in the towns of Hood and Courtland, and those in the surrounding 
area, take tremendous pride in the unique identity and the history of our 
communities. 

3. Bates Elementary School provides essential services to the children and families 
that reside in the larger community.  Closing Bates will have a profound effect on 
our children and communities. 

4. Former RDUSD students often refer to the closure of the Courtland High School 
many years ago as a major traumatic point in our town’s history.  We fear that 
there will be a repeat of this traumatic event if Bates is allowed to close. 

5. Although Bates’ state test scores have been on the rise, a larger percentage of 
the students are not proficient in mastering the Common Core State Standards.  
The Bates’ students who are not demonstrating proficiency have gaps in the 
knowledge and skills necessary to succeed in higher grades and prepare for 
college or a career. 

6. For many years, Bates Elementary School has a declining student enrollment. 
Parents are directly enrolling or transferring their children from Bates Elementary 
School to Delta Elementary Charter School in Clarksburg, Walnut Grove 
Elementary School or other schools outside the area, homeschooling, or online 
schools.  

7. Bates Elementary School’s facilities need repair and are underutilized.  
8. RDUSD reports annual costs, excluding the necessary facilities repairs and 

upgrades, to operate the Bates Elementary School exceed the per pupil revenue 
allocated to RDUSD. 

Action: 

1. Approve “Points of Understanding” document between CTA & RDUSD 

2. Rally community and business support around a new RDUSD Bates’ plan that 

turns the trajectory of enrollment and student achievement upward.  A new plan 

could include progressive ideas like dual immersion, dependent charter, 

programing with the library, community outreach, and other ways that lead to an 

improved culture of pride, excitement, and success. 

3. Keep a positive and collaborative posture that promotes problem solving and 
good will.   

4. Know that RDUSD is 100% committed to keeping a thriving school in Courtland. 
5. Acknowledgement that bond funds could be used at other RDUSD school sites 

while Bates proves that a new plan is working, and student enrollment numbers 
support continued investment.

BACKGROUND: 
River Delta Unified School District currently holds a First 5 Sacramento School Readiness grant. 
This grant has assisted in preparing children for kindergarten, assisting parents in developing 
greater understanding of their child and obtaining the role as their child’s first teacher.  In 
addition, the School Readiness staff has bridged the gap between the elementary schools and 
the incoming kindergarten students through supporting our local pre-schools and providing 
readiness activities aimed at prenatal-5 years old.  Parents have found the School Readiness 
Program to be a resource for them and their children. 
STATUS:  
River Delta Unified School District currently holds a First 5 School Readiness grant.  This grant 
cycle is scheduled to end June 30, 2021. The First 5 Commission has approved our next three-
year grant cycle pending RDUSD board approval. Upon approval, River Delta Unified School 
District’s School Readiness Program will continue with services at Bates, Isleton, and Walnut 
Grove, including parent/child play groups, supporting pre-schools at Isleton, Walnut Grove, and 
the Courtland YMCA,  parenting classes, story times, transition activities, speech, 
developmental, hearing, vision, and dental screenings, and a home visitor program. Due to the 
grant reducing from $867,081 split evenly over 3 years to $620,634 split evenly over 3 years, 
cuts were made to the secretary position which supported the family resource center and also, 
there will no longer be First 5 funded kinder camps at any of the Sac County RDUSD sites. All 
other services will continue. Family resource center services will be outsourced to South County 
Services, California Human Development, and Unite Us for referrals and family needs.

3. Executive Director Executive Director’s Report 

 
Julie Gallelo reported the following updates: 

 
• Recent federal relief is reflected in the January budget proposal and longer-

term steps to implement the Master Plan on Early Learning and Care.  
• We again anticipate an abnormal budget year with much uncertainty; 

however, the budget reflects the Governor’s commitment to the whole child/ 
whole family aspect to those most vulnerable, and strengthening the safety 
net. 

• Governor Newsom appointed Dr. Nadine Burke Harris, California Surgeon 
General. Dr. Burke Harris is California’s first-ever Surgeon General, and she 
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is a nationally recognized expert in the field of adverse childhood experiences 
(ACEs) and toxic stress. 

• First 5 Sacramento partnered with the Sacramento Business Journal on three 
podcasts for local businesses about the process they engaged in to figure out 
how best to navigate the new work-from-home model when it came to 
employees with children.  Chair Phil Serna opens the series advocating for 
the importance of child care as an essential service, and ensuring that 
systems and supports are in place for families to thrive. Businesses featured 
included RSE and SAFE Credit Union. Experts in the childcare field included 
Commissioner Donna Sneeringer, Chief Strategy Officer, Child Care Resource 
Center, and Dr. Lindsay Dunckel, First 5 Sacramento Early Care Director. 

• First 5’s current office lease will expire in August 2021.  In preparation, staff 
have put together a facilities workgroup to study lease options for office 
space. 

• Over the last several months First 5 California has provided $5 million in 
supplies statewide with the help of SupplyBank.Org, including thousands 
throughout Sacramento County. On January 23, in collaboration with Child 
Action, Inc., approximately 350 child care providers serving our diverse 
population picked up needed supplies including thermometers, hand 
sanitizer, adult and child face masks, and alcohol wipes.

Equity and Social Justice 
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Staff presented a Resolution on Racial Equity and Social Justice that had been drafted 
with assistance from the Systems Optimization and Sustainability (SOS) Committee 
and the First 5 Advisory Committee. Commissioners had a discussion on the 
opportunity to call out a particular focus on racism experienced by African American 
and Indigenous people.  The Resolution highlighted the history of racism and 
oppression, and its contribution to health, learning and family resilience related 
disparities.  It acknowledged that anti-racism work is foundational to achieving the 
mission of First 5 Sacramento.

Evaluation Report 
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Jordan Katti from ASR presented the 2019-2020 Annual Report, a few highlights 
include: 

• Impacts from efforts to reduce African American child death: 
o The Pregnancy Peer Support program provided prenatal support to 

180 African American women and 80% of babies were born at healthy 
weight and age  

o The Infant Safe Sleep Campaign trained 984 caregivers and 339 
professionals on safe sleep practices, distributed 485 cribs and saw a 
51% decrease in African American infant sleep related deaths 

o Family Resource Centers served African American adults and children 
with home visitation, parenting education, crisis intervention, and 
enhanced core services and saw a 100% decrease in African American 
child abuse & neglect homicides 

• School Readiness Impacts: 
o Children and their parents/ caregivers were served by 59 sites across 

9 school districts with school readiness services 
o 59 preschool slots were funded by First 5 
o Playgroups provided social-emotional development opportunities for 

849 children and 771 parents 
o School districts conducted screenings for 4,959 children  
o Help Me Grow had a robust year of child assessments and linkages 

with 888 calls received to call line and 399 children screened for 
developmental delays 

• Women, Infants and Children (WIC) programs reached 2,743 mothers with 
support; including lactation consultants, drop-in support, and a helpline. WIC 
clients were nearly twice as likely to be exclusively breastfeeding at 6 months 
compared to statewide averages and exceeded the Healthy People 2020 
goal. 

• Early Smiles provided dental screenings to 7,310 children and fluoride 
varnish to 5,678 children ages 1-5.  From these screenings, 22% of children 
were found to have untreated oral decay and were referred to follow up care. 

• Child Care Quality Impacts: 
o The Quality Child Care Collaborative helped 61 child care programs 

and 114 teachers increase the quality of their classrooms. 
o The Preschool Bridging Model Plus supported 152 early educators and 

1,884 children in the private sector to increase their quality of care.   
• Community Connections Groups created enduring social bonds and service 

connections to over 942 families in 11 groups. In FY 2019-20 parents who 
participated in the programs reported:  

o 97% felt more connected/bonded with their child 
o 94% said they will stay in touch with other member 
o 89% said top benefit was learning about resources 
o 88% said top benefit was making new friends 

 
• Sacramento Crisis Nursery offered a safe haven for nearly 500 children in 

distressed families. 
• Birth & Beyond Impacts: 
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o Across Sacramento County, Birth & Beyond Family Resource Centers 
served 3,901 parents/caregivers and 2,033 children. 

o Birth & Beyond reached 3,901 parents and caregivers with essential 
wrap-around, tiered services to strengthen families:  enhanced core,  
parent education, home visiting, and crisis intervention 

o Short term gains were seen in parents’ knowledge of parenting, 
reduction in stress, and reduction in risk for child maltreatment. These 
gains are paying off: among the 76 children who came into the Birth 
& Beyond home visitation program with a substantiated baseline 
allegation, only 3% experienced another substantiated allegation 
within 12 months of intake, substantially lower than the countywide 
comparison for recurrence (10%).
